At our February NetMeeting®, we learned
about Contractor Logistics Support (CLS) and its
strengths and weaknesses.  David Jacobson of
RTSC presented details on a long-term, well-run
CLS program, the Q-16 Helicopter Night Vision
System.

CLS is an alternative support concept which
frees the contractor to focus all of its attention on
keeping the product available to the end user (Op-
erational Availability, Ao) in a simple and efficient manner and at a low fixed cost
without being encumbered with the Government’s existing logistics infrastructure.

The basic tenets of CLS include a simple contract statement of work, minimal
Government involvement, a focus on communication with and support of the end
user, and continuously making improvements in the operation.

For the Q-16 Helicopter Night Vision System, the only requirement is that the
contractor maintain an Ao of 0.90.  The contractor is responsible for implementing
a complete logistics support structure that provides this Ao.  No Government logis-
tics structure needs to be maintained to provide support beyond the organizational
level.  The process demands efficiency, and it has 17 years of experience behind it.

To be sure, there are limitations, such as the support of Navy ships.  But CLS
has proven to be a cost-effective system that results in what we’re all after - a
happy customer.
