Mr. Turner’s presentation topic, System Safety and MIL-STD-882D, helped
to inform and instruct engineers and managers regarding major changes to
System Safety and the governing specification. Mr. Turner illumined
implications of the new Department of Homeland Security, post 9/11
Atmospheric Conditions, and results. Jimmy provided an overview of the 9/
11 events that triggered a fundamental shift in US threat analysis (i.e., from
post-Cold War scenarios to detecting and stopping terrorism). The result is
tremendous business growth opportunities but also dramatically increased
product liability exposure. By definition, homeland security products involve
high risk activity of averting, and interdicting criminal and terrorist acts.
Insurance for damages arising out of terrorist acts is expensive and
coverage is uncertain. Thus, a manufacturer of homeland security products
will be treated as an expert and held to the highest standard of care — this
includes universities and R&D facilities that do work on homeland security

products and services. .
